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1. Summary and Background

Contract terms and conditions may be negotiated upon selection of the winning bidder for this RFP. All contractual terms and conditions will be subject to review by the Company and its legal advisors and will include selection criteria defined in this RFP.

3. Project Purpose and Description
The Company is seeking a company which will prepare the analysis and advisory services necessary to maximize throughput and efficiency of heat transfer for pyrolysis plant that uses the direct fractionation method for processing materials.
The company will assure the bidder full access to the pyrolysis plant after signing by the bidder a Non-Disclosure Agreement (NDA). 
4. Project Scope 

The scope of required service includes preparation of process optimization of plastic conversion to oil in ESP batch process. 

In particular, the Company depends on analyses related to optimum use of innovative technologies and optimization commissioning of technological process.

The goal is to maximize following process specifications: 

1. maximizing throughput, 

2. maximizing efficiency of heat transfer. 
5. Request for Proposal and Project Timeline

· Details of analysis and its suitability: proposed solution(s) must meet the scope and needs included herein and be presented in a clear and organized manner (30% of total rating), 
· Declaration about time of work completion (30% of total rating), 
· Cost: Bidders will be evaluated on the cost of their analysis (40% of total rating).
